Perched on limestone cliffs, overlooking the River Murray, our large garden has evolved over more than 30 years.
Thin topsoil, hot north winds, frosts and an average rainfall of 270mm (10 inches), have all presented their own particular
challenge!
The view of the river and a love of English style gardens, have influenced the way | have designed our garden.
Numerous trees, some original, provide shade and protection. One of my favourites, the Chinese elm (Ulmus parvifolia),
self-seeds freely and copes with whatever nature dishes out. Over the years, | have planted about fifteen, some "bonsai
ing" themselves as they struggle to grow through the limestone!
Island beds and long curved borders are a feature of the upper level gardens around the house and cottage. These are
planted with pelargoniums, roses, irises, self -sown annuals and bulbs. Hardy perennials, succulents and ground -covers
also thrive here.
Steps lead down from these gardens to the lower level, which we call "the gully". As a result of the drought, we lost sev-
eral large trees - five from this gully area. The lawns died off and parts of the garden looked like it had been hit with a
blowtorch - especially the gully!
Last year, | started redesigning this area and have replaced some of the lawn with stepping stones, set within semi
circles, leading down to a stone circle. A sixty year old Norfolk Island pine (Araucaria heterophylla), still features.

Getting there:

I) Up Greenhill Road to Balhannah - Oakbank - Woodside - Charleston - Mt.

Torrens - Tungkillo - Palmer. Follow the pipeline into Mannum

or : via the freeway to the Hahndorf exit to Verdun - Balhannah - etc.

or : up the Main North East Road to Tea Tree Gully - Birdwood - Tungkillo - etc.

or : up the freeway to Murray Bridge and take the signs to Mannum .

2) Once in Mannum ; stay on the main Adelaide Road, then turn left into William Street; just as the river comes into view. Nu mber 4 -
"Ferry View" - is on the right hand side with white picket gates. There is parking available in the street.
